Agenda:

1. Call to order

a. The meeting was called to order at 7pm by Priscilla Mingle, President of the Britton Ridge HOA.

2. Introduction of Board Members

a. The Board Members were introduced as follows:

· President – Priscilla Mingle

· Vice President – Stephanie Ries (not present at meeting)

· Sarah Babbit – Secretary (not present at introduction)

· Nick Ludlow – Treasure

b. Cumberland Management LLC – Larry Olive Sr. was introduced as the owner and operator of Cumberland Management LLC.  Cumberland Management LLC is the HOA management company used by Britton Ridge.

3. Reports from Board Members

a. Treasure (Nick Ludlow)

· Budget was distributed to all in attendance
· Item lines up for discussion on budget

1. Web Site (Why a cost of $300 per year)

a. This is the cost to maintain the web site.  The Board is making every effort to update and keep the site current with events and information pertaining to the neighborhood, i.e. past meetings minutes & the possibility of the message board coming back.

4. Election of new Board Members

a. This discussion of participation on the Board was discussed with the attendees of the meeting.  The following residents were nominated and elected as member so the HOA Board of Directors:

5. Old Business

a. The Board requested that all structure requests (fences, mini barns, room additions, etc.) be sent to the Board for approval.  The Board will make every effort to get a reply back to the homeowner within the 30 days as stated in the covenants, Section 6.2 Architectural Control. 
b. Boats and trailers in residents drive ways was a topic of discussion.  After further investigation, it states in Section 6.5 Outside Storage:
· All clotheslines, equipment, garbage cans, service yards, woodpiles or storage piles shall be kept from view of neighboring homes and streets. All rubbish, trash or garbage shall be regularly removed from the premises, and shall not be allowed to accumulate thereon. Trash must be stored in enclosed containers.

1. This will be reviewed by the Board to see if boats and trailers qualify as equipment.  Per The Town of Fishers, if the boat or trailer is not blocking a public sidewalk, it is permitted to be parked in a residents drive way.
c. Issues regarding the pond and its proposed renovation were discussed briefly at the meeting.  It was then decided that the Board would hold a special meeting with the residents that have their home surrounding the pond to discuss the schedule of when the renovation on the pond would begin, and answer any questions at that time.

6. New Business

a. Issue of traffic (speed of vehicles) traveling through the neighborhood.

· The residents would like the Board or Cumberland Management LLC to contact the Board of Directors at Sweetbriar regarding the adjoining entrance located at Glengary Drive & Perlita Place.  Items to be discussed are the speed at which residents travel through Britton Ridge, and vehicles not properly stopping at the stop sign located at this intersection.
b. Replacement of signs for the pond

· It was brought to the attention of the board that two signs for the pond needed to be replaced.  

1. Signs will be ordered and replace the signs that are currently missing.

c. Replacement of street signs

· The old wood street signs were replaced and new signs were put up by the Town of Fishers.   The old signs were rotting and were no longer safe.  The Town of Fishers replace these signs at no cost to our HOA, and the signs that were put up were the first street signs in the Town of Fishers to display the Fisher Town Logo on them.

d. It was suggested by a previous Board Member that the current Board conduct a monthly or semi monthly walk through of the neighborhood in order to see what needs replaced, cared for, or any covenants being broken that need the attention of the Board. 

7. Motion to Close

a. A motion to close the meeting was given by Priscilla Mingle, seconded by Nick Ludlow, and the annual Britton Ridge HOA meeting was adjourned.
